NOTE: Pan holds 2 quarts (1.9 liters) of water.

HOW TO START UNIT:

1. Turn the “POWER?” switch on. The Yellow light
will turn on.

2. Turn thermostat to #10.

3. Preheat cabinet for 30 minutes.

4. Put food into cabinet.

5. Turn thermostat to #8 and close door.
NOTE: #8 is about 185°F (85° C).
#6 is about 160°F (71° C).
#4 is about 130°F (54° C).
Proper food holding temperature is 140° F (60° C)
or higher. Thermometer shows the temperature
inside cabinet.
